	Participation: The project involved 115 citizens, notably 70 participants from the city of Sátoraljaújhely (Hungary), and 45participants from the city of Franeker (the Netherlands) 

Location/ Dates: The event took place in. Sátoraljaújhely (Hungary), from 17/08/2014 to 23/08/2014

Short description:
The day of 17/08/2014 was dedicated to final preparation for receiving the delegation .The host families and participants of the programmes gathered in the conference hall of the Zemplén Europe House in Sátoraljaújhely and checked thoroughly the itinerary of the coming week. Also, we contacted the delegation on their way towards Sátoraljaújhely, so that everything could be set on time.
The day of  18/08/2014 was dedicated to value-creating families in the past and today. The morning programme gave the participants an overview of the historically significant leaders who lived, learnt and worked in and around Sátoraljaújhely. The afternoon held a site visit to one of the grass-root family businesses operating in the adjacent  Slovakian territory. Participants met the representatives of the company who gave an overview of their activities.  
 The day of  19/08/2014 was dedicated to family businesses: a dairy factory that produces a variety of flavoured yoghurts and full and skimmed milk products as well. The next site was the folk art school where the participants could also learn about the Hungarian traditional cooking apart from music, dance and creative art programmes. The afternoon was spent with a metal processing company specialized in manufacturing springs for car industry. Another visit was paid to a local winery to learn about the regional procedures of making Aszú wine. All the businesses are run by families, two or three generations, with well-organized distribution of the tasks.
The day of 20/08/2014 is a national holiday commemorating the foundation of the state in Hungary. The programmes were coordinated by the host families themselves, including excursions and participation in cultural and artistic events accompanying the celebrations. The day provided a deeper insight into the life of Hungarian families and how they balance work and relaxation, also the involvement of each generation into social life.

The following day 21/08/2014 focused on the institutional care of families especially the youngest children and the old people. The morning visit led the delegation to a local kindergarten that runs a special programme for disadvantaged families and their little children. Afterwards, the delegation visited an old people's home where they gave a short musical concert on their accordion to the tenants. 
In the afternoon the local community centre hosted the delegation for a talent show where family performers played music and showed their talent in dance as well. The Dutch delegation's art group also played in the concert on their accordions with a great success. 

The next day 22/08/2014 was devoted to a professional conference on understanding the position of the families in the contemporary Hungarian society as well as the possibilities of running family businesses in the present economic situation. We had lecturers from both countries and the audience got a detailed comparison of the two countries' differences and similarities. 

The afternoon was spent at the neighbouring village with a family business operating in rural tourism.

On 23/08/2014 we held the official closing and evaluation of the week-long programme and the Dutch delegation departed.
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
